Rules for ‘Going Up’ and new members

All movements between sections and new members starting happen at the beginning of each term.

This is to avoid disruption and continual movement between sections.

The only exception is if an existing “scout” moves into the area in which case they start immediately.

Beginning of each term is the school term dates published by Surrey County Council.

Any exceptions are at the Group Scout Leaders discretion but must be kept to an absolute minimum

Beavers

New members are invited to join a section at the start of the term after they are 5 years 9 months old.

Beavers go up to Cubs the start of the term after they are 8 years old.

Cubs

New members are invited to join a section at the start of the term after they are 8 years old.

Cubs go up to Scouts the start of the term after they are 10 years 6 months old.

Scouts

New members are invited to join the troop at the start of the term after they are 10 years 6 months old.

Scouts go up to Eaglet (Younger Explorers) the start of the term after they are 14 years old.

Explorers

New members are invited to join a section at the start of the term after they are 14 years old. If they are over 16 years old they join Eagle (Older Explorers)

Scouts go up to Eaglet (Younger Explorers) the start of the term after they are 14 years old.

Explorers move up to Eagle (Older Explorers) at the start of the term after they are 16 years old.

Explorers have to leave Explorers by their 18th birthday and can either join Scout Network, become a leader or become part of the Group Scout Active Support Unit.
